Advanced Human Factors will provide you with advanced knowledge of human performance and human limitations
associated with high speed, high altitude, multi-crew flight in heavy air transport aircraft. You will also learn about the
importance of organisational culture and national culture when operating in the global aviation industry. You will cover
the aeronautical knowledge requirements of the Civil Aviation Safety Authority Air Transport Pilot Licence Human Factors
syllabus. You will be presented with some of the medical challenges of high speed, high altitude flight. You will examine
problems of perception, cognition and behaviour related to flight and the errors that are caused by human limitations.
You will reflect on the success of crew resource management strategies to improve pilot judgement and decision making
and analyse the principles of threat and error management.
