If
you have a copy of Adobe Dreamweaver you might prefer to edit your files with it rather than Notepad or TextEdit. One
of the advantages of using Dreamweaver is that it provides special features such as PHP syntax checking, syntax
highlighting and line numbering. Alternatively you might like to use a free open source editor such as Notepad++, which
also provides special features for PHP coding. Notepad++ can be downloaded from notepad-plus-plus.org.
